Two Ministry of Long-Term Care Proactive Compliance Inspections  
 
The Ministry of Long-Term Care comes to Dom Lipa for inspections if complaints arise  and as a 
proactive compliance measure. Recently, two inspectors attended Dom Lipa between April 21 
and April 30, 2026, for the purposes of proactive compliance reviews. 
 
The two topics reviewed were: 

 
a. Protocols related to Food, Nutrition and Hydration  

There were no orders issued for non-compliance. Several written notifications 
were given, and these deficiencies will be addressed through additional staff 
training. 
 

b. Protocols related to a Safe and Secure Home  
There was an order issued to replace the generator to ensure sufficient power to 
heat the whole building and provide all electricity needs in the event of a power 
outage. Our current generator was deemed to be insufficient.  We will undertake 
a generator power study, at the cost of about $8,000, to help us determine the 
options and the size of generator needed.  We are required to have a new 
generator in place by September 2026.
